Purpose:   The purpose of this Scholarship is to provide a Student, planning on attending a College or Vocational School within the next year a $1,000.00 Scholarship for Education.

Requirements:  
1. The Student must be graduating from the local school

2. The student should apply for the scholarship.  However, a Student does not need to personally make the application.  If the application is made by someone else, the committee should contact the Student informing them that their name has been included with the list of potential recipients.

Each application must be accompanied by a least two endorsements from individuals or organizations within the community that this Student deserves the scholarship.  

3. The Student must be willing to allow their name to be published.
4. The student must have use Fort Randall as their telephone provider. 

Information the Committee must use in evaluation candidates:
1. The Student must have made some form of positive contribution to the area/community.  Their name, when mentioned in normal circles within the area, should be recognized easily by this positive contribution they have made.

2. The family of the Student should have lived in the area for at least two years.

3. No criteria is established for minimum grades.

4. No criteria is established for the type or location of the College or Vocational School the Student would attend.

5. If asked by people in the Community, discretion should be used in deciding if the act or acts performed by the Student should be mentioned.

Required Reports:  
1. The Committee should provide the Telephone Company with the name of the Student receiving the Scholarship prior to its awarding.

2. The Company, at its option, will provide a person to award the Scholarship to the recipient.
